As we approach the 115th anniversary of the building of our lovely little church I have 

been thinking about the ‘living stones’ who were responsible for its building and the 

drawing together of the first members and those who have kept ‘witness’ here in this 

community over the years 

 

We are planning a special day to celebrate our anniversary on the feast day of St Mar-

garet which falls on Wednesday 16th November.  Plans are still on the drawing board 

but during the early evening we will have our patronal Eucharist and will follow this 

with a wine and nibbles evening to which we intend to invite representatives of the 

different groups that use our hall.
